You’ll share everyday life with friends and relatives in your host community and build friendships that will last a lifetime.

STATES’ 4-H INTERNATIONAL PROGRAM DETAILS:

Dates: July 16 — August 15, 2025
Capacity: 25 delegates maximum, 7 delegates minimum
Cost: $3,200 + airfare estimate (51,600 - $1,900)

(Actual airfare may vary based upon time of booking)

Delegates arrive in Seoul for a two-night arrival orientation led by Korea 4-H, which includes an introduction to Korean
culture and basic language phrases. Afterwards, delegates meet their Korea 4-H host family and begin their homestay.
Delegates may have 2 different host families during the program. The program concludes with sightseeing in Seoul.
